e On computers running Red Hat 6 or openSUSE 11.4, you're unable to start the Gallery Setup
from the SMART Notebook menu. You can start the Gallery Setup from the Applications menu.
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e On computers running openSUSE 11.4, you can update the Galleries and Languages using a
command line only.

e This release doesn’t support the Ubuntu 11.04 Unity shell. If you use the Unity shell,
SMART Technologies doesn't appear in your All Applications list, and the SMART Board icon
doesn't appear in your top panel.
