Notebook 10, SMART Notebook SE adds file management capabilities to create,
share, classify and store homework assignments.

* lcons in the Toolbar Customization dialog box don’t have descriptions and their
ToolTips are blank if the language is set to anything other than English.

*  When you export multiple .notebook files to the same location,
SMART Notebook SE replaces files that have the same name as the exported
files without warning.

*  When you drop an object onto the left page in dual page mode, the left page
switches to the right side.

» File previews don't initially update when you replace a file with the same name.

+  SMART Notebook SE doesn’t support the SMART Document Camera.

SMART Notebook SE Bracelet

[ NOTE
The issues above apply to the SMART Notebook SE software installed on your
computer as well as the software on the USB storage device bracelet. The
following issues apply only to the software on the USB storage device bracelet.

« If you connect the SMART Notebook SE bracelet to your computer and
SMART Notebook SE doesn’t start automatically or it does start but an error
message appears, see You're Unable to Start or Run SMART Notebook SE from
your USB Bracelet (document 133686).

*  You're able to add content to the My Content folder, but you're unable to add
Gallery Essentials to the Gallery.

*  You can run SMART Tools, such as SMART Video Player and Screen Capture, in
English only.

+ Bridgit and Instant Conferencing programs are included in the SMART folder on
the USB bracelet, but the USB bracelet doesn’t remember configuration details,
such as which server was used.

*  Windows Magnifer, Spotlight and Pointer are in the SMART folder.

*  SMART Notebook SE files in the My Binder folder don’t have the
SMART Notebook icon.

* There is no SMART Notebook SE Welcome Center.
