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Waking the display and putting it in standby

If the display is in Standby mode, you can wake it by pressing the Power button d on the front control
panel or remote control.

If the display’s input source is set to HDMI2 and a computer is connected to the HDMI2 input, the display
wakes automatically whenever the computer wakes.

To return the display to Standby mode, press the Power button b on the front control panel or remote
control.

Note

When the display is connected to an external input that has had no active signal for one hour, it begins
a 60 second countdown before it enters Standby mode.

Writing, drawing, and erasing

The display comes with two pens, which you can use to write or draw in digital ink. Each pen has a thin
nib and a thick one. By default, the thin nib writes in black ink and the thick nib writes in red ink in the
display’s native tools and installed applications.

The display has magnetic holders for the pens at the bottom of the display’s frame. Return the pens to

their holders when you're done with them.

Freezing the screen

You can temporarily freeze the screen by pressing and holding the front control panel's Settings e

button for three seconds. You can also press and hold the Settings button ®) on the remote control for
three seconds. This is particularly useful when no other controls are available to pause a video, an

animation, or other moving images.

When the image is frozen, a Freeze on message appears in the top left corner of the screen.

Note

Freezing the screen does not pause applications that are running on the connected computer. It

simply freezes the displayed image and mutes audio coming through the display.

To unfreeze the screen, press and hold the Settings button for three seconds again.
